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Little Bear is sailing on his little boat.
Happy as can be, he feeds on fish and

honey.
But as he eats and eats, he grows and
grows ... until his boat is no longer big

enough, and he capsizes!
How will he ever be able to be self-

sufficient again?
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The story deals with a number of issues such
as learning from others, conveying

knowledge, and finding support around you.
Little Bear finds himself in a situation that he
does not control. He will only manage to

get by thanks to another animal, who will help
him learn about life.

Thus, everyone can grow up with the support
of others and owing to existing solidarity
within the community.

The show wunderlines the importance of
learning with someone, but also of values such
as sharing and passing down knowledge in
societies.

Moreover, it shows how this process can take
place not only between a child and a
grown-up, but also between children
themselves.

The show also deals with other challenges like
overcoming one’s fear of water, and
transcending oneself in different ways, with
the help of “protecting” objects or - even
better — without.

About The Show
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Remarks about the direction

This show features a combination of different
techniques  (puppetry, lights, sounds,
pictures...) in order to present the story from
the various points of view of the characters,
and through their different states of mind.

The comedian plays out the scenes with on-
set manipulation of puppets on a 1 x 2 m table.
The river and the aquatic world are
represented by a large aquarium underneath
it.

The story is carried out without words and is
supported by an original score of music. The
absence of text allows the audience to feel the
words, making the show suitable for a very
young audience. The show makes young
children who do not master language able to
express themselves in their own words and
feelings.
